òFor almost thirty years, Iõve been refining my techniques in the art of raku and pit-fired vessels.
One of my methods is to thrwo a twenty-five pound bag of clay into a pot in a single wheel

sessionñdefying the typical limitations of clay in size and thickness.  These forms sometimes reach
as high as thirty-two inches with walls as thin as 1/8ó, and can be surprisingly lightweight.ó
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
